BTN also is concerned with providing Nursing outreach to medically underserved populations.
Grant amounts from $50 to $500 are available to eligible applicants. Results will be revealed at the 60th annual USNA convention.
A Few Sample Project Ideas:

-Health Fair Outreach – Plan an outreach project that promotes health to underserved groups, e.g. a booth at a county fair/community center/library where students can take BPs, blood glucose, provide resources etc.  (Make sure you have proper documentation and supervision). 

-Community programs or events that promote exercise, fight obesity, reduce dating violence, fight bullying, promote vaccinations….etc!

-Put on a 5 K Fun Run in your Community to Raise Money for a Cause

-Host an Open House in your nursing department and lab. Invite prenursing students, undecided majors, highschool students/career counsellors, local American Indian groups, CNAs and LPNs at your local hospital, clients of WorkForce Services and Immigrant Centers-- Target groups can include men, second-career nurses, youth, ethnic minorities, etc. Lay out the steps to apply; showcase scholarships or other resources that can help prospective students

-Promote Nursing to Kids and/Teens: promote at high school career fairs, 4H, Boys and Girls Clubs etc.  Set up and maintain a coloring station in a community clinic/ER with nursing-positive messages.
